During the last day of the workshop, a session was
dedicated to the presentations of some representatives
of the countries that have already sent their plans to ICAO
in order to review their experience in this regard. In this
context, the representative of the United Arab Emirates
gave a presentation on the lessons learned, challenges
and difficulties they faced in preparing the first and
second versions of the national plan. Representatives of
the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, the States of Qatar,
the States of Irag and the Kingdom of Morocco also made
presentations focusing on the difficulties and challenges
related to preparing the national plan.

EDITORIAL

In the late 2020, as soon as the
Corona vaccines were developed,
issues related to their production and
distribution and the difficulties in terms
of covering the needs of the various
regions of the world, as well as issues
related to the time required for those
regions to achieve the necessary
immunity to allow them to reopen their
border and resume air traffic, began
to rise. However, this did not prevent
continuing efforts to reduce the effects
and repercussions of the Corona
pandemic on the economic activity
in general and air transport activity in
particular.

As all components of the international
civil aviation sector joined forces at
first to help manage the crisis , and at
second to develop a global approach
for the recovery and recovery of
the civil aviation sector, in which
civil aviation authorities, global and
regional organizations and unions, as
well as the air transport industry sector
were involved.

Here, | would like to point out that
the Arab region rushed to lay the
first building blocks for consultation
and coordination of efforts in order
to confront this crisis assuming a
global dimension under the umbrella
of the International Civil Aviation
Organization and within the framework
of the CART team. We have also
undertaken several initiatives at the
level of the Arab member states of our
organization, as well as The League of

Arab States at the level of the Councils
of Arab Ministers of Transport, Ministers
of Tourism and Ministers of Health, the
first of which was to take decisions and
measures to provide support to Arab
airlines, before the end of March 2020.

As far as the CART team is concerned,
it is worth noting that after issuing the
two packages of recommendations for
restart and recovery, it has launched
its report that includes : the third
version of these recommendations and
procedures for the standardization
of test results reporting, taking into
account the guidelines set out in the
ICAO Test Procedures Manual and
Cross-Border, Risk Management
Measures Standardization  of
test certification by countries with
the issuance of safe, reliable and
internationally  interoperable  test
documentary evidence, such as made
possible based on the incorporation
of a visual digital seal, based on
ICAO guidelines, Encouraging cabin
crew to undergo vaccination, as the
duration of infection can be shortened
and Reducing thus the likelihood of
major illness or death in immunized
individuals who become infected.

The proof of vaccination shall be in an
approved national registry. Countries
should issue a secure and globally
interoperable guide

As for public health corridors, they
are implemented based on mutual
recognition of the public health
mitigation measures each party
implements on one or more tracks,
while encouraging countries to share
information through the public health

corridor model.
These corridors are the subject
of a stand-alone Memorandum

of Understanding due to their
exceptional and temporary nature. It
cannot be seen as an amendment to
the Air Services Agreements or as a
reason for future re-negotiations on
the latter. The inclusion of a clause on
registration with the International Civil
Aviation Organization (with reference
to Article 83) is at the discretion of the
parties.

Air safety measures reflected in the
International Civil Aviation Organization
initiative ~ which materializes in the
replacement of the CCRD system
with the Targeted Exemptions system
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(TE: Targeted Exemptions) since
April 1, 2021 to facilitate international
operations in terms of mitigations. The
CCRD scheme should be extended for
an additional three months until June
30, 2021. The targeted exemption
scheme will remain in place for as
long as it is needed, with three months’
advance notice before it closes.

At the regional level, the Council of
Arab Health Ministers, in its regular
session No. (55) held on May 23, 2021,
stressed the importance of balancing
the economic and health aspects in
a way that guarantees the movement
of air transport and tourism again
without affecting national, regional and
international health safety. The Council
also decided to establish a working
group in charge of developing an
Arab strategy to unify the procedures
for  registering and  approving
vaccinations and their use within the
Arab countries. This initiative would
allow revitalizing the Arab tourism. It
includes a specialized team from the
Arab member states, the Technical
Secretariat of the Council of Arab
Health Ministers and the Regional
Office of the World Health Organization
for the Middle East, headed by the
Arab Republic of Egypt.

These two decisions were of great
importance among the discussions
that took place in the fourth meeting of
directors general for the Middle East
early June. The latter recommended
that the Arab strategy should
encompass mutual recognition of
vaccine certificates between ready
countries and opening talks with the
European Union for the same purpose
as the strategy, and directing those
concerned in coordination with The
General Secretariat of the League of
Arab States to develop this strategy as
soon as possible.

The participants in this meeting also
recommended the need for civil
aviation authorities in the region,
through appropriate channels, to
open talks with relevant governmental
agencies to lift any restrictions
imposed on air cargo operations and,
where appropriate, grant additional
bilateral rights to facilitate the transport
of essential goods; Medical supplies
and medicines for the Corona virus.
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
